         Lesson Title: Prisoners of War

         Teacher:  Connie Ables

	Each lesson encourages us to:

	· Include learning activities that: 

· reflect substantive historical depth and detail 

· reflect appropriate historical connections between events 

· allow students to generate historical questions to guide learning 

· allow student to engage in meaningful research using library, archives, internet and local source to enhance student produced 

· Infuse multiple perspectives into the content that is being surfaced in the lesson. 

· Engage our students in the process of thinking about the person or authors assumptions, biases, perspective, and or goals. 

· Allow students the opportunity to look for evidence of context bias and purpose. 

· Promote active inquiry and promote dispositions associated with “historians”; the thought processes utilized by historians and hence our students will be sourcing, contextualizing perspectives, causality, questioning, and evaluating. 
· Use primary documents including photographs, diaries, letters, government documents and more 

· Create an interactive multimedia or PowerPoint presentation (info, questions, visuals, essential questions and big ideas).

	Objectives:
· State the objectives and which level one is addressing utilizing Bloom's taxonomy (knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation) 

	· Students will comprehend prisoner of war reading handouts

· Students will analyze and synthesize researched materials to form their own positions

· Students will design a PowerPoint presentation after evaluating their research sites.  The PP will include materials that they had previously analyzed and synthesized in class.

· Students will evaluate morality and time and place of POWs and treatment thereof


	Time:

	· Focus In: Interest Building - Book excerpt from soldier on Jersey Prison Ship 

· Teach for Ideas: Concept Development - Prisoners and treatment in all wars 

· Teach for Inquiry:  Discovery - different POWs throughout US History 

· Teach through Drama:  Dramatic Expression 

· Write to Learn:  Perspective Taking - (Write on Board) One diary entry either to mother, father, or spouse.  Decide on an appropriate persona given the article your group was assigned. (Explained in greater detail under procedure later in the lesson plan)
· Teach for Deliberation: Decision Making - Students will develop a one- to two-page policy that surfaces their positions on the treatment of POWs; the students should place this policy in the context of their camps' time period. When this assessment is returned to you, please keep it in your notebook as we will revisit this policy later in the school year. 


	Content:  
· Concept Development:  Big ideas that will be addressed in this lesson 

· Perspective Taking:  Multiple perspectives must be incorporated into every lesson (classism, racism, equality, social justice, etc…). 

· Meaningful, Integrative, Value-based, Challenging, Active (NCSS Standards) 

· Multimedia used: PowerPoint, audio, video, etc…

	1. Concept Development: Big ideas that will be addressed in this lesson 
Prisoners of War - ALWAYS a logistic that must be considered (example: later in year during WWI  ...Alvin York film clip with POWs)
2. Perspective Taking:  Multiple perspectives must be incorporated into every lesson (classism, racism, equality, social justice, etc…) 
Diary written from differing perspectives
3. Meaningful, Integrative, Value-based, Challenging, Active (NCSS Standards): 

a. Meaningful:  Students will be eighteen years old and will perhaps have to serve in the military

b.  Integrative:  linked past struggles to present issues

c.  Value-based:  students will form own opinion considering ethics involved and the common good

d. Challenging: jigsaw activity allows students to learn from each other about prison camps and prisoners throughout US History

e.  Active:  Students will research and develop PP and write own opinion to commanding officer 
4.  Multimedia used (PP, audio, video, etc…)

	Background for lesson implementation
Need to develop deep and rich explanations of your learning activities and very specific procedures that you will be implementing. Choices include, but are not limited to:

· Discovery:  research (inquiry) as detective 

· Dramatic expression: folk art, protest song, role play, reader's theatre, etc… 

· Decision-making: deliberation and/or pro/con views, etc…
· Socratic seminar 

	It is assumed that students have already been studying the American Revolution, have already done Revolutionary Persons Project, have seen film clips about the Revolution, and have read textbook and other sources about causes, battles, outcomes, etc. This lesson would then be employed as a way to think about what happens after and during wars to POWs???  Questions to be considered depending on time and focus of your class.

Possible Questions:

· How should one treat POW's?

· What is expected according to documents from The Hague 1899 and the Geneva Conference of 1949?

· How would you as an officer handle indiscretions? Why? 
· Where are prisoners kept?  
· Have facilities been adequately prepared?  
· What are they eating, wearing, doing, overall treatment?  
· In what ways may they leave the POW camp? 
· How does the world view POWs?  
· How does the United States view POWs? 
· How has treatment stayed the same or changed throughout the years? 
· Who makes these decisions?


	Procedures:



	Day 1:

Hook: Begin with the excerpt about Jersey Prison ship – teacher directed

Mini-lecture:  PowerPoint specifically about the Prisoners – teacher directed
Handout (A): American Revolution Fact Sheet –everyone read
Handout (B): The Hague and The Geneva Conference concerning POWs -everyone read
Form Groups of 2 - 3: 
Begin Jigsaw Activity: pass out reading material to each group:  Revolutionary War: (C)Jersey; Civil War: (D)Andersonville (Georgia), (E)Camp Douglas (Chicago), (F)Elmira (New York); WWII: (G)Camp O'Donnell (Philippines); Korean War:  (H)Hills 312 and 303 (Korea); Vietnam War:  (I)Hanoi Hilton (Hanoi, North Vietnam); War on Terrorism:  (J)Bagram (Afghanistan); War on Terrorism:  (K) Abu Ghraib (Iraq)

Write to Learn:  Perspective Taking - Individual assignment:  Write one half-page to one page diary entry either to mother, father, or spouse. Decide on an appropriate persona given the article your group was assigned.

Student will list Character and War on Paper:  Choose appropriate character
· (REV War)British Officer (Guard), Revolutionary Infantryman, or Revolutionary Officer 

· (Civil War) Confederate prisoner, Union Guard or Union prisoner or Confederate Guard 

· (WWII) American Prisoner or Filipino Prisoner or Japanese Guard 

· (Korean) American Prisoner or South Korean Prisoner or Chinese, Prisoner or North Korean Guards 

· Vietnam American Prisoner or North Vietnamese Guard 

· Afghanistan American Guard or Afghani Prisoner 

· Iraq American Guard or Hostile Iraqi Prisoner 

Turn in diary paper to instructor 
Handout (L):  Stanford Experiment -everyone read

Class Discussion:
Discuss the psychological effects on people. Discuss with the class more about the psychological aspects, necessity of war, dangers, morals, etc…
Day 2:  Take groups to computer lab (2 - 3 per group). Students should remain in the same groups as before and research only their specific camp. 
Discovery:  Research (inquiry) as a detective- research prison ship or POW camps or terrorist holding prisons 
Find out: 

· Where was/is the camp or prison located? 

· How many prisoners are held at the camp or prison? 

· What is the death rate among detainees? 
· What is the treatment of detainees? 
· Is/was there trading of prisoners?
· Other interesting or unusual finds? 
(This is not an exhaustive list of questions)
Groups are to research and answer the above questions as well as gather primary sources and pictures to develop a 10-slide PowerPoint presentation. The groups will present all findings the next day.

Day 3:

Chart: 

Students will make their PowerPoint presentations to the class.

Students will develop a class chart that categorizes each group’s findings then make a separate chart displaying all of the similarities found in the groups
Decision Making (deliberation) 

Students will develop a one- to two-page policy that surfaces their positions on the treatment of POWs; the students should place this policy in the context of their camp’s time period. When this assessment is returned to the student, he or she should keep it in a notebook as we will revisit the policy later in the school year. Policy due tomorrow.



	Materials:

· Board: chalk, charts


	Evaluation:
· Debrief discussion, exit slip, or quiz, test, journal entry, or KWL strategy to surface knowledge and insights that have occurred, paper, etc…

	· Write to Learn - Half-page to one-page diary entry
· Decision Making - One- to two-page policy that surfaces their positions on the treatment of POWs
