	Objectives:
· State the objectives and which level one is addressing utilizing Bloom's taxonomy (Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation) 

	Knowledge & Comprehension - The overall social studies concept that will serve as the focus for this lesson will be understanding the immense impact the Agricultural Revolution had on America in terms of farming, industry, and population growth. The country was transitioning from an agrarian society to an industrial and urban society as innovations in agriculture reduced labor, increased crop yield, and raised demand for agricultural products. The students will take this knowledge and use it to write quiz questions.


	Time:  
· Explain how your school day is organized (traditional, block, alternate, trimester,etc...)

	· It is a traditional 7 period day with Tuesday and Wednesday being 4 period block days.


	Hook:  Interest Building
·  How will you motivate the students? For example: use an appealing dramatic reading, or video website (YouTube) or other motivational piece.

	The students will be asked to guess what the percentage of Americans working in agriculture was in the 1800s. The students will then be asked what the percentage of Americans working in agriculture is today. We will discuss population growth over the last 150 years and then compare the percentages then and now. We will then discuss reasons for the drastic change over this 150 year period.

	· Focus In: The students will be asked to consider the dramatic advances in agriculture and as a result the growth in population and industry. 
· Teach for Ideas: The Agricultural Revolution
· Write to Learn: The students will write 10 test questions related to advances in agriculture and the subsequent growth in population and industry. They must provide an answer for each question. 


	Content:  
· Concept Development:  Big ideas that will be addressed in this lesson 

· Perspective Taking:  Multiple perspectives must be incorporated into every lesson (classism, racism, equality, social justice, etc…). 

· Meaningful, Integrative, Value-based, Challenging, Active (NCSS Standards) 

· Multimedia used: PowerPoint, audio, video, etc…

	· Concept Development: Advances in agriculture, population growth, and growth in industry will be addressed.
· Crop Rotation 

· Steel Farm Implements

· Urban Development

· Perspective Taking: We will look at classism during this time period and discuss the changing social classes due to industry, labor, and population shift and increase.
· Meaningful: Students will understand how innovations in agriculture brought about dramatic changes in society.
· Integrative: History, Geography, and Economics standards will be intertwined throughout. 

· Value-based: The value to the students will be their understanding of how many agricultural products were produced in the 1800s bolstering the United States economy and strengthening industry and land expansion.
· Challenging: While studying agriculture the students will understand the connection it has to population growth and transportation. (Bringing goods to market)
· Active: During this lesson the students will be active mentally, verbally, and physically (group work).
· Multimedia used: Overhead projector, computer/internet



	Background for lesson implementation

	· Discovery: The students will be researching the Agricultural Revolution and writing test questions dealing with agricultural advances and population growth or other areas of agriculture which affect the rapid advancement of transportation, communication, manufacturing, or medicine.

	· Agriculture/Population Growth Activity (1800-1900)

-Individual Work
Each student should create a five question quiz dealing with the topic of United States agriculture and population growth between the years of 1800-1900. Each quiz question should include the correct answer. Questions should include topics such as the advances in agriculture and medicine. The effect of industry on population growth should be considered as well.
            -Group Work 
After the groups are assembled (groups of 3 or 4) ten questions should be chosen from the individual quizzes and a final quiz should be compiled. Questions should be reviewed and edited and necessary changes made at this time. After the final quiz is produced it will be given to the other groups. The questions will be discussed at the end.
