	Content:

Will set the background for the next unit, how expansion impacted the Native Americans

Meaningful: As students travel to different areas of the United States, they will have an understanding of the background of specific regions.
Integrative: Connects past history with current issues.

Value-based: Students will form their own opinions based on all lesson activities and resources.
Challenging: Making decisions that impact the destiny of Lewis and Clark or themselves traveling to an unknown area

Active: Students will create an advertisement for expansion to various areas of the US
· Multimedia used: PowerPoint, audio, video, etc…
Video, online computer, PowerPoint, photographs, maps


	Background for lesson implementation
Need to develop deep and rich explanations of your learning activities and very specific procedures that you will be implementing. Choices include, but are not limited to:

· Discovery:  research (inquiry) as detective 

· Dramatic expression: folk art, protest song, role play, reader's theatre, etc… 

· Decision-making: deliberation and/or pro/con views, etc…

· Socratic seminar 

	· What role did expansion play in the development of the U.S.?
· How did people choose what areas of the country to settle in?

· Presentation of the advertisements for different areas of the country


	Procedures:


	Day 1:
Hook: Unknown Journey - Lewis and Clark Activity:  Have students think about a place where no one has ever been. Ask them what is known about these places. Are there preconceived ideas we have about them? Is information available about these places? If so, how have we obtained information about these places so far?
Class Time: PowerPoint about the basic information about Lewis and Clark and the Corps of Discovery.  This will give the students basic information about the purpose of the trip which will help them complete handout 1.
Class Handout: Have students get in groups of 2-3 and work on handout 1.  This handout asks the students to imagine they are Lewis and Clark and have to plan for and then take this trip.  What would they do? What would they take? .......
Class Discussion: Have each group share their ideas and write the ideas on the board based on their responses from the class handout.  Then pull up a list of many of the things that the Corps of Discovery took.  A partial list can be found at http://www.pbs.org/lewisandclark/inside/idx_equ.html   

Computer Lab: Have students work alone and take the “Into the Unknown” challenge.  This is an interactive activity in which the students have to make choices on the trip.  Based on what they have learned so far, they can best guide themselves through the journey.  http://www.pbs.org/lewisandclark/into/index.html

Class Time: 
· Finish up Lewis and Clark activity sheets and watch a video on Lewis and Clark such as Lewis and Clark: The Journey of the Corps of Discovery

· Assign Poster Advertisement
