	Indiana Standards

Students will review and summarize key ideas, events, and developments from the Founding Era through the Civil War and Reconstruction from 1775 to 1877.

	Objectives:
· State the objectives and which level one is addressing utilizing Bloom's taxonomy (Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation) 

	· Students will comprehend what role various reform (including temperance, mentally ill, abolitionism, women’s rights, education, religion ((Second Great Awakening)), utopias) movements played in the U.S. during the 1800s and into the 1900s from an economic, political, social, and cultural aspect.
· Students will analyze and synthesize primary documents relating to reform movements to better understand how society changed during the 1800s.
· Students will analyze how Native Americans have been treated and what role they have played in U.S. History.

· Students will understand the U.S. government’s policies of Native American removal acts and how is effected Natives. 



	Time:  
· Explain how your school day is organized (traditional, block, alternate, trimester,etc...)

	Background for lesson implementation
Need to develop deep and rich explanations of your learning activities and very specific procedures that you will be implementing. Choices include, but are not limited to:

· Discovery:  research (inquiry) as detective 

· Dramatic expression: folk art, protest song, role play, reader's theatre, etc… 

· Decision-making: deliberation and/or pro/con views, etc…
· Socratic seminar 

	· What effect did Natives have on expansion?

· What threats, real and perceived, did Natives pose to those Americans wanting to expand?

· How did various Reform movements change the U.S.?
· How did the role of women change in the U.S. during the 1800s?  


	Procedures:


	Day 1:
Hook: What needs to be reformed today?
Class Time: PowerPoint about many different reform movements of the time period including temperance, mentally ill, abolitionism, women’s rights, education, religion (Second Great Awakening), and utopias.
Class Handout: Primary source readings on various reform movements.  Jigsaw activity to follow.
Class Discussion: Go over daily diary assignment and make sure students understand expectations.   

Day 2:

Hook and Video: Native Americans Today.
Class Time: Native American PowerPoint.  Primary source photographs and readings.  Discuss Living History Park assignment.
Day 3:

Class time: Computer lab time.
Day 4:
Class time:  Set up Living History Park exhibits and present.

	Materials:
· List materials, supplies, books, artifacts, computer equipment needed for the lesson. 

· List titles and authors of all books and primary sources. 

	· All handouts
· LCD Projector

· Primary source readings


	Evaluation:
· Debrief discussion, exit slip, or quiz, test, journal entry, or KWL strategy to surface knowledge and insights that have occurred, paper, etc…

	· Teach for Inquiry: Discovery – Living History Park exhibit, biography, and presentation.
