4. At the end of the paragraph, write a sentence that describes how you think the person writing the journal entry felt as he was recording the events. If there were other people mentioned in the journal entry, write a sentence that describes how you think those people may have felt about the event.

5. The last sentence of your paragraph should describe how you think this event affected the attitudes of the people on the expedition as well as others they met along the way.
